Twentieth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 “Woman, great is your faith! Let it be done for you 
as you wish.” Matt 15:28   This Sunday’s Gospel 
describes the meeting between Jesus and 
the Canaanite woman. “Each one of us has 
our own story - it is not always a clean story. 

Many times it is a difficult story, with a lot of pain, many 
misfortunes and many sins.
